Remarks of Her Excellency, Amal bint Abdullatif Al
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Summary

1 Under the patronage of Her Highness Sheikha Moza bint Nasser, the

Doha International Conference on Disability and Development (DICDD)
is set to take place on 7" and 8" December 2019, at the Qatar National
Convention Centre (QNCC).

The mantra for DICDD is “Leave no one behind” and is being
organised by Qatar Foundation for Social Work (QFSW), in
collaboration with local partners including: MOFA, ADLSA, PSA, and
DIFI; and international partners including: UNESCWA, UNICEF,
UNFPA, IDA.

QFSW was established in July 2013, by Her Highness Sheikha Moza
bint Nasser, to steer civil society organisations in Qatar and contribute
to the achievement of human and social development across the
country.

DICDD will be the first international conference to address the
sustainable development of society and human rights in relation to
disability, which affect more than 1.5 billion people with disabilities
across the world, under one umbrella.

The conference will attract wide international attention and will feature
high-level representatives from the United Nations, international and
regional organisations, as well as representatives of civil society,
government and the private sector.

DICDD will culminate with the announcement of the "“Doha
Declaration” that is expected to be a milestone in the history of human
rights and sustainable development In relation to disability.
Internationally, the Doha Declaration promises to become a core
reference point internationally for policy development about human
rights and sustainable development in the context of disability.

The conference will include ten sessions that will address the political
commitment of countries towards persons with disabilities, through
high-level pledges from global leaders.

An accompanying exhibition will be held on the sidelines of the
conference to showcase local initiatives, projects, and assistive-
technologies that are today strengthening the development of persons
with disabilities.

In the lead-up to the conference, QFSW organised a series of
workshops on strategies for data collection and analysis, disability
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policies, assistive technologies, the empowerment of women and girls
with disabilities, and international cooperation on disability.

The conference will be co-organised by persons with disabilities which
embodies the famous phrase “Nothing about us, without us”.

DICDD will mark the 20™ anniversary on the establishment of Al
Shafallah Centre, which reflects Qatar’'s continuous commitment to its
pledges towards persons with disabilities.

DICDD represents Qatar’'s continuous efforts in supporting persons
with disabilities by establishing specialised centres to meet their needs

across the country. It also aligns with QNV2030, National Development
Strategy, the National Autism Plan, and other disability-related efforts.

Conference Goals:

o DICDD will highlight the main issues and challenges faced by
persons with disabilities and review major global experiences
that have helped in overcoming such obstacles.

o Toinvestinthe integration and intersection of the United Nations
Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (UN CRPD)
and the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) in order to adopt
a global advocacy plan.

o To highlight the rights of persons with disabilities at the top of
the International Development Agenda.

o Tounderscore the commitment of Qatar towards the recognition
and protection of the rights of persons with disabilities and the
adoption of an inclusion policy to secure their participation
opportunities.

o To launch the "Doha Declaration" which will mark a milestone in
